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The Irrigation Upgrade Program* is designed to help large-landscape irrigators improve the 
efficiency of existing irrigation systems. Customers who participate in an irrigation survey 
may qualify for rebates of 50 percent of the material costs of installing water-efficient equip-
ment. The goal is to optimize equipment performance by improving irrigation uniformity and 
lowering water delivery rates, resulting in shorter watering times, less run off, and lower water 
bills. Rebates do not cover labor costs and irrigation equipment 
taxes. 
 
Receive a 50% credit for:       
  
· Matched precipitation rate sprinkler heads equipped with pressure re-

ducing devices or check valves: standardizing all make and models within 
systems. 

· Irrigation sub-meters: To track irrigation water consumption on mixed 
use meters. Rebates for customers must be used in conjunction with other 
irrigation upgrades for existing irrigation system. 

· Self-adjusting ET irrigation controllers . 
· Drip irrigation equipment : converting existing spray equipment to drip. 
· Rotating nozzles: converting standard spray type nozzles to rotating  
      nozzles. 
· Moisture sensors and rain shut-off devices. 
· Pressure regulation equipment. 

  
How to participate: 
 
· Contact the Water Conservation office at 1-866-403-2683 to schedule a 

free commercial irrigation audit (survey). 
· Submit a proposal form for EBMUD staff to review. 
· $500 minimum participation requirement. 
· Water savings have to be identified to be eligible for the rebate program. 
· If the project is approved, EBMUD will send a project agreement to the owner or management for signa-

ture. 
· 90 days to complete the equipment upgrade. 
· When the upgrade is complete, EBMUD will inspect the upgraded areas, process credit to the account, and      

will review the importance of proper irrigation programming and sprinkler maintenance to ensure water 
savings. 

 
· Program applies to potable water customers only. EBMUD reserves the right to modify or cancel this program at any 

time. This program is designed to rebate a portion of the costs of irrigation upgrades and to encourage good water man-
agement.

Participants in the Irrigation Upgrade Program are subject to the following: 

  
1.  A maximum rebate amount of $2,000 per account and $4,000 per site per  
  year. 

 
2.  Limit of one upgrade per account over a 2–year period. 
 
3.  All rebates are issued as a credit on the water bill (no checks). 
 
4.  For rebates  under $1000, the entire rebate amount will be credited to the  
   account after final inspection and approval. 
 
    For rebates over $1000, EBMUD will:  
 

·   Credit half of the total rebate at time of the equipment inspection. 
·   Credit the remaining half of the rebate when a water budget* for the     

    account (s) is achieved over a 1-year period from the equipment  
    inspection  date. 
   *Water budget formula: Landscape area x Annual Eto.     

 
5.  Original receipts to be reviewed on site. Copies of receipts must be submitted to 
  EBMUD.   
 
6.  Customers must  submit to EBMUD a map of the landscape area irrigated  
  by the account (s) to be upgraded with the total square feet of irrigated area    
  included. 
 

     7. Copies of all irrigation controller maps must be submitted  to EBMUD for all 
  upgraded account (s) at the time of the final inspection. Irrigation maps must 
  be clear, easy to understand and include a legend of the irrigation system. 

 
  Map: The irrigation map clearly displays the areas irrigated by each station on 
  the controller. 
  
  Legend: The legend clearly displays the following: 

  Plant material type (lawns, shrubs, annuals, etc.) 
  Type of irrigation equipment (sprays, rotors, drip, etc.) 
  Station or Valve number 

 
 8.  Sites that have submeters installed 
 

  Sub meter readings must be maintained and submitted to EBMUD for the   
  duration of the 1-year rebate period.   
 

Program expiration date is June 30, 2010, or until funds are expended.
